(for students requiring Japanese language assistance)

1. Application
3 students living in Tokyo will be admitted in September.
2. Qualifications

The applicant must;

- be born before April 1st, 2011.

- need assistance with Japanese language.

- not be enrolled in any high school, high school for special needs, secondary education of an integrated
junior/senior high school or high school academy at the time of application to Asuka Senior High
School and satisfy either of the following requirements:

(a) Regardless of nationality, the applicant must complete a 9-year course of school education abroad
no earlier than April 1st, 2026 and no later than August 31st, 2026.

(b) The applicant who is registered as a foreign national, must complete a 9-year course at an
educational facility for foreign residents in Japan which is equivalent to a 9-year course of
Japanese compulsory education no earlier than April 1st, 2026 and no later than August 31st, 2026.

- live in Tokyo or be certain to live in Tokyo with guardian(s) by the day of the school entrance
ceremony. It is necessary that they live in Tokyo with their guardian(s) for the entire duration of
their studies at a Tokyo Metropolitan High School. In the case that the guardians are the applicant’s
parents, and one of the parents cannot live with the applicant in Tokyo with special reason(s), living
with the other parent in Tokyo is admitted with approval after the qualification determination.

*Those who applied for the Tokyo Metropolitan High School Entrance Examination for the enrollment
in April 2026 cannot apply for this examination.

(c) Required Form and Procedures
(1) The Official Application Form
(2) The certificate of the academic record of the applicant's last school year.
This document must contain a certification that the applicant has satisfactorily completed a 9-year
course of school education abroad.
(3) “Juminhyo-kisaijiko shomeisho” (certificate of entry in the resident card) of the applicant (seel £k
Ji~3]), issued by a municipal office in the applicant’s residential area, or the equivalent.
(4) In the case that the guardians are the applicant’s parents, and one of the parents cannot live with
the applicant in Tokyo with special reason(s), please submit a Reason Statement(EH E £k UR7]).
(5) The applicant’s personal history. (see PERSONAL HISTORY FOR FOREIGN STUDENTS /X—>7) /L
tARJ—]) Please refer to the example on the form.
(6) Japanese translation of certification(s)
The substitute certifications stated above (2) and (3) should be written in Japanese or English.
Certifications written in neither Japanese nor English must be translated into Japanese by a third
party organization, a translation agency, and so on.
(7) An extra form is required for applicants who
-do not live in Tokyo now but are sure to move to Tokyo by the date of the entrance ceremony.
