A huge amount of food is being wasted everywhere in Japan. But convenience stores in this country are trying to solve the problem now.

7-Eleven Japan has been running a program called “Ethical Project” to reduce food waste since 2019. They offer e-money point rewards
to shoppers who buy items that are going to be thrown away due to their expiration dates. The company says this decreases not only food
waste but also the disposal costs and that it is good for the stores too.

Family Mart is tackling this issue by recycling wasted food to animal feed. They raise pigs using the feed and use the pigs for their

products such as bento and sandwiches. Their attempt achieves “closed-loop recycling,” which means a company continually recycling their
