The Suri Tribe has a unique culture that has developed independently from other {ribes in the
area over many years. Although the country of Ethiopia has recently changed to become a quite
modern country, the people in the Suri Tribe have been able to keep their old ways. Almost
everything about their traditional way of life is different from daily life in modern societies.

The most remarkable way in which they are different may be their appearance. Their ideas of
beauty are often very different from those that other cultures have. For example, to make
themselves beautiful before marriage, women often have their lower teeth removed. They then
stretch their lips 2 lot. After stretching, their lips may become about 40 cm wide. Because of this,
we can learn that ideas of beauty are not universal, and usually come from the ideas of those

el
zrount us.
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It is not just the women who change their appearance. Children are covered with dots of white
paint. This helps protect them from the sun. Also, men don’t usually wear any clothes.

What do the Suri people eat? Every day, the Suxri men drink blood from a cow. They make a
hole in the cow’s neck and drink the blood directly. They then cover the hole so that the cow
doest't die. They also drink milk from the cow, and this is the main source of food for the Suxi
pecpie.

These days, many tourists visit the ares, but again, the different ways of the Suri people can
be seen. Although in many places, tourists are free to take photos of buildings, the Suri people ask
tourists to pay for every photo taken. They think that tourists who take photos without asking for
permission don't know how to behave.

Although the ideas of the Suri Tribe seem very different from our own, we may be able to learn
something from them. ‘
