An owner of a toy company saw this cartoon and decided to produce and sell a toy bear. He wanted
to name it “Teddy’s Bear” because the name of the president was “Theodore” Roosevelt. He sent this bear
to the président and got permission to sell it with that name. The new “Teddy bear,” as it came to be
called, was an instant hit. Since then the popularity of the teddy bear has continued to this day.
