(OYou may think your floors are so clean you can eat food dropped on them, but a new study concerning
~

the so-called ‘three-second rule’ suggests you would be wrong. Donald Schaffner, a food biologist at Rutgers
University in America, says a study he did showed that no matter how fast you pick up food that falls on the
floor, you will pick up bacteria with it.

Professor Schaffner tested four different foods—cut watermelon, bread, buttered bread, and candy—and
four surfaces —steel, ceramic tile, wood, and carpet. Each food sample was dropped from a height of 10 cm
onto surfaces treated with bacteria that commonly cause food poisoning. The researchers tested three contact
times of one, three, and thirty seconds.

The research found that the three-second rule contains some truth, as longer contact times resulted in the
transfer of more bacteria. But all fallen food was affected by the bacteria. ‘,” Professor Schaffner said.

The type of food and the surface matter as much as the length of time it remains on the floor, the study
found. Watermelon, with its moisture, had the highest rate of bacteria transfer, and candy the least. Carpet
had a low rate of bacteria transmission compared with tile and steel, while transfer rates from wood varied.

Professor Schaffner said, “I've eaten food off the floor. But if I drop a piece of watermelon on my kitchen
