[Homecoming]
* Dance Party
If you are interested in life in other countries, you might have heard of an event called

theme, and football games, but the most popular event is the dance party!! Students wear dresses
or suits and dance from evening until midnight. [ was really looking forward to this event, so I
was so glad that I had the opportunity to experience that I wouldn’t be able to experience in
Japan.
