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We thought about "multicultural coexistence" using Singapore, which our teacher visited for a teacher dispatch training during the summer holidays, as the
subject. At the airport, drinking water notices can be seen in many languages, but which languages are they?

Singapore, which has four official languages, is a multi-ethnic country where people of different languages and religions live.

On Racial Harmony Day on 21 July, it seems that activities such as wearing one's own ethnic costume, watching and experiencing traditional dances and
musical instruments, and cooking and tasting ethnic cuisine are carried out.
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Modern and Contemporary
History
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We learned about the world after
World War 1.

After studying Mustafa Kemal, who
became the first president of the
Republic of Turkey, the teacher
asked,

'What measures did Turkey take to
Westernise the lives of its citizens?'
and the students discussed and
considered this question.
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Advanced World History
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We studied the decline of feudal society in medieval Western Europe. We considered the question, 'How did péying rent in money affect the peasants?' and

realised that the spread of a monetary economy empowered the peasants and led to the decline of the manorial system.

Next, we learned about how the introduction of firearms changed the way knights fought. We predicted 'when and where firearms were invented.' One
student answered, 'The Yuan, because it reminded me of the Mongol invasions and the 'teppou'!’

When the teacher pointed to a page in the textbook and said, 'It says 'the invention of gunpowder' in the Song dynasty, before the Yuan,' there were voices
of surprise: 'Oh!' We were amazed that firearms had been invented in that era and that this invention, across countries, influenced Europe.
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Field Trip to Tokyo Camii and Diyanet Turkish Culture Center [November 2025] [2025ﬂ51 1H ]
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From January 18 to 24, 2026, four first- and second-year students from Josui High School will participate in the "FY pmmmse 3
2025 Metropolitan High School Students Overseas Training Diversity Course in Malaysia". The national religion of
Malaysia is Islam. As part of the preparatory learning for the overseas training, students visited the Tokyo Camii & ]
Turkish Culture Center (Shibuya, Tokyo) to study Islamic culture. On the day of the visit, in addition to the students = &
taking Advanced World History (second year) and World History Seminar (third year), a total of seven students
from first to third year participated in a "Japanese-guided tour." After receiving an explanation on the history of
Islamic culture, they entered the prayer hall to observe a prayer session. Finally, they watched a demonstration on
how to make coffee using Turkish sand. Here are some of the students' impressions:
* "T didn't know that tulips originally came from Turkey."
"I learned that when women cover their hair with a scarf, they should completely cover their bangs as well."

* "During prayer, even if small children were making noise, no one got angry, which I thought was very kind."
* "It made me realize that what we learned in World History actually happens like this."
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Advanced Japanese History
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The Jokyu Rebellion (1221) was a major turning point in Japanese history, P
in which Emperor Go-Toba rose against Hojo Yoshitoki, the shikken of the
Kamakura shogunate, and the shogunate emerged victorious over the
imperial court.

Students expressed their thoughts in writing on the question, 'Why did
Emperor Go-Toba lose?’

Regarding the question, 'What was the purpose of H0jo Yasutoki of the
Kamakura shogunate in establishing the Goseibai Shikimoku after the
Jokyu Rebellion?' they considered the answer using historical sources as a
guide.
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In 'Public Studies', students learn about ethics, politics and economics. At Josui
High School, classes are conducted in collaboration with relevant external
organisations.

In learning about elections, the Musashimurayama Election Commission provides
lessons and students participate in a mock voting exercise using actual voting
booths, ballot papers and ballot boxes.

In the field of economics, students enjoy learning through simulation games
about the 'Antimonopoly Act' and 'market competition' provided by the Japan
Fair Trade Commission.

During the summer course, students attended court sessions at the Tokyo
District Court Tachikawa Branch, visited the Tokyo District Public Prosecutors
Office Tachikawa Branch, and studied mock trial cases presented by prosecutors.
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Politics and Economy
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We studied "Local Government System and Residents' Rights." In order to
reflect the voices of residents in administration, local governments have a
system that allows residents to make direct requests. The teacher introduced
examples where local referendums were held to ask for approval or disapproval
of significant policies, such as municipal mergers.

Next, we considered the current state and issues of local finances. There is the
'Furusato Nozei' system, implemented as an effort to correct disparities in tax
revenue between local governments and to revitalise regions. We are tasked
with researching what policies our own municipalities are focusing on and what
'Furusato Nozei' is, using websites or newsletters, and reporting our findings in
the next class.
