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On the morning of December 20, 2024, the Science Dialogue was held at the science hall. Dr.
Lucas Hearn (Mr.) at Tokyo Metropolitan University made a research presentation entitled
“Importance of international bee research and conversation in the face of global climate
change”. All the first graders studied the vulnerability of ground-nesting bees through the
lecture and learned essentials for working as a researcher abroad, asking questions on it after
